Everything is centralized in Polk and goes to the data center in Dempsey, continuing to have MIO help students, other people trying to figure out what is going on with Time Warner. During power outages lots of things get turned off and it takes time to get back up. Time Warner itself is having some issues. I’m here to apologize and show my face and receive feedback. The official way to handle any issues is to call MIO, it will be routed as needed. Working on an article to handle the knowledgebase.

University Police (Chief Leibold and Captain Tarmann)
For those of you who don’t know me I’m Chief Leibold, I never made it here, I’ll keep it brief, I came from Milwaukee, here to talk about Pub Crawl. No one was really in charge of the event, no one took ownership of it, I was looking at data for arrests and citations, it was almost predominantly students from other campus’ and unfortunately they probably had no ownership so they probably didn’t care so I had to come up with a strategy to address that, for the Spring Crawl we had four meetings to prepare and during the meetings we came up with strategies and we did a video and the remix actually was good because it helped get people talking. It was a good discussion and that helped with the behavior at Pub Crawl OPD and UP knocked on doors and told people they knew if they had planned parties, they closed the parking lots and the mistake was that they didn’t tell the students/faculty. Closing the lots to people without permits was to keep people who didn’t go here off of campus, there were certain events that we didn’t take into consideration but we know for this year and it should have happened by now but there will be fliers going up talking about what will be going on. CSO were kept very busy, manning resident halls 24 hours a day, they were out in patrol on parking lots, no guests in residence halls allowed and no guests allowed in Gruenhagen conference center. What worked in our favor was that it snowed the day before and the temperature the day off was extremely low. Total alcohol incidents were down 69% and underage was down 67% and by passing security was up 200%...... (More statistics) It was a success as far as behavior, it still happened, very few citations were issued.
