Guest Speakers
Michelle Sponholz-Lofts
	What I’ve been doing over the last semester is working with e-board and ResLife about our loft contract. We work with college products currently and students can rent their lofts for a year or a semester. As we’ve moved forward in this process we’ve considered the wear and tear on our students and sports teams when lofting. We also looked long term for USRH and how we are slowly filling more dorms with permanent lofts. I asked the e-board what are things they like/dislike about our program and used that to make a bid. I told the loft companies these are the things we are looking for, if you are interested let us know. We sat down with the bids and discussed what questions we had and whether we wanted to hear from other schools about their experiences, which we did. We called references that they provided. We had pre-set questions for them and took notes during these calls. After this we got together and discussed whether we could make a decision and we decided we could. We discussed pro/cons and consulted with Tom Fojtik about how it affects ResLife. 
	We were given two bids (College Products and Bedloft). We as an organization get a majority of our money from loft sales. Students now get a mid-height option. The lofts we have now are either very high or not lofted. College Products is providing new bedframes to our rooms as well to fit the lofts. Now you can have the loft assembled in your room. This is the same company we used before so still have futon and safe options. They donate rugs to a lot of programs, like Odyssey. If some of you picked up your lofts this fall semester, they hire students to help with lofts, so they create some jobs on campus for a few days. These lofts can be delivered to your room.
	For every loft, USRH gets $20 and 7% commission on merchandise. They would sponsor Odyssey and/or other programs we feel they can sponsor. We’ve had a relationship with College Products for the last six years, so they understand our campus and know our issues. 
	The mid-height option is available by just having the bed in your room, no need to rent a loft. You can store things underneath your bed then. It’s $135 a year for a pre-ordered loft rental and there is a $20 charge for pre-assembly. You get two ladders and a safety rail when you loft. The frame and legs are already on the bed frames.  This helps lower the wear and tear on our halls.
	Tabitha Matznick: When you rent the loft, what part is the extra part of the loft?
The legs and frame are a part of the bedframe, you get a safety rail and ladder when you loft.
	Rosa Pachego: I think it’s really good because I had to get bed lifters for my bed.
	Nicholas Martin: So this will be more money?
		It’s a 15 dollar increase from last year.
	Sophia Brandstetter: Aren’t Horizon and Taylor lofts already adjustable?
		Yes, but the other halls don’t have this option. 
	Alyssa Scott: You can’t fit a futon under there?
		If you lofted you could have a futon underneath.
	Molly Raisbeck: Would you be replacing the ones in Fletcher?
		These would go in halls that don’t already have lofts.
	Alexa Doering: Are these the same lofts in Taylor?
		These aren’t quite the same, but it’s the same idea.

Gender Inclusive/ Rainbow Floor-Izzy, Tabitha, Lori
	Lori: Last fall, there was a written proposal given to Tom Fojtik about a Gender Inclusive Housing Environment. Many of our LGBTQ students don't feel safe in their halls on campus and it hinders them academically. Tom asked me to create a committee to look at developing the proposal. Our goal is to get your opinion and then create a proposal to give to the Chancellor. North Scott Hall Ninth Floor is where this floor would be. 
	Izzy & Tabitha: Gender Neutral Housing means that students decide who is in a room not based on gender. This means rooms can have different genders in them. The proposed location is ninth floor North Scott because its open to all students and we don’t know how much interest there is dedicated to this. The RHD lives on this floor, which gives extra security. We plan to begin designating that wing and use a communal bathroom. UW-Milwaukee and UW-Green Bay have this system: students let ResLife know that they are interested in this environment to which ResLife would give them a questionnaire to see if they would actually be comfortable in this environment. We would require them to sign an agreement about this environment being an all-inclusive environment, without judgment. If approved, there would be a lot of processes to go through. We would have to think about staffing options, who will be chosen as CAs, how roommate agreements will be used, and recruiting and promoting so students know about this.
	Lachlann Swanson: There were concerns about stigmatism and creating a dangerous environment.
		Tabitha: The location is big; putting it high in a tower makes it less anonymous. Dylan lives there, so there is some added safety. There has been discussion of staffing changes, like having more CAs. 
Lori: Based on the comments from other universities, the positives outweigh the negatives and there is a power in numbers. Those on the other side of the floor will also sign a room agreement.
	Zackry Wiese: Doesn’t this create a feeling of isolation, do other programs get this?
People feel so unwelcome in the community already that they don’t think about it. There are dynamics we have to think about, which is something we would have to discuss further. The hope for this floor is to create a sense of community and create safe place for people.
	Tessa Sheets: What was the bathroom thing?
The bathroom would be planned out so that everyone can use it. Other universities got rid of the stalls and urinals, but showers would have a door. 
	Kelsey Sageser: My concern is how guest procedures would work?
		We hadn’t thought of that before. 
	Nicholas Martin: You say multi-stall bathroom?
		It’s just multiple stalls in a bathroom.
	Lachlann Swanson: My concern is that this community would be very insular and not communicate with other halls.
Tom Fojtik: If we could create a mono bathroom, then it could translate to other halls. We don’t want to create an insular community; we want it to be safe, but open. 
	Andrew Lynch: Did you say that there would be two CAs?
We still have to discuss that.  Lynch thinks it would be good to have more than two CAs because it promotes discussion. If you give CAs a roommate it breaks up their monotony and students may feel more inclined to go to their CAs about their problems. We discussed limiting single rooms on this floor as well. 
Grace Flavin: I know there’s some people who are part of the LGBTQ community, but don’t address themselves as such or are only okay with what they are.
It’s something to be discussed. Even if you identify with the community, you don’t have to live on this floor.
Alyssa Scott: About the CAs, I think it’s a good idea for them to be trained over it, but what about people moving in over interim?	
		It’s something we need to discuss.
	Lachlann Swanson: I think we are in majority for it.

Student Organization Representatives
AODA Task Force (Eric Jenks, Chandler Lackey, *): There will be no more BAC Matters events for the rest of the semester. All interns have been hired for the Fall 2014 year. The University Police reported that in 2013 there was 600 underage drinking offenses; half were cited and half were referred. However, all offenders had to attend classes about alcohol consumption. They have partnered with the Oshkosh Police to have more of their squad cars parked in lot 30 to have more of a presence to intoxicated students who walk past. Beer Gardens is the 16th and 17th, there will be extra staff on call. The survey is still being collected for the University Police regarding the relation between alcohol related incidents and GPA/Retention. The Dean of Students is trying to make the AODA Coordinator position a year long job rather than 9 months. It will result in more training and outreach compared to before. If they have the appropriate funds, she will change the position duration within the a few weeks. They will also be doing Campus Safety Drop Off Bags in Fall 2014. They plan to make gift bags with informational items and give them to the surrounding neighborhood home owners/renters. Powdered alcohol is also a big concern because of the ease to transport it and then combine with water to make an alcoholic beverage. Great for sustainability because there would be no cans, however bad because it allows students to sneak drinks/powder packets inside events. It has been recalled but is predicted to be re-released in a year. The Health Center got the results from the NCHH survey today and will compile the information and send it to the task force members. The most shocking was that those who took the survey had the perception that almost no student at Oshkosh had not drank in the last 30 days. They have considered possibly tapping into the Pepsi Fund to get rewards to give to students who are out at night that are NOT intoxicated (gift cards, coupons, etc) as positive reinforcement. Greek Life received 96% return rate on survey given to the fraternities and sororities regarding alcohol consumption. Greek Life Advisor will compile information and send out to task force members when finished.
